She was invited to be on the judging panel of the
Bonanza Award at Yarra Sculptures Gallery. She has been called upon by the City of Yarra Arts & Culture sector to be
part of focus groups, to provide feedback on enhancing the environment in which arts and cultural activity can
continue to flourish. Shini was invited to participate in a roundtable discussion which took place at Off the Kerb
where the City of Yarra and the Keith Haring Foundation deliberated on the preservation of the Keith Haring mural on
Johnston Street directly opposite to Off the Kerb.

Shini’s academic achievements include a Bachelor of Fine Arts at Monash University (2003) and a Bachelor in Arts
(Psychology) and Business Marketing at Monash University (1998).

Since completing her BFA, Shini has been a finalist in the prestigious, “John Leslie Art Prize”, the Toyota Community
Spirit Show and the She Series Award at Walker Street Gallery. During her Fine Art studies at Monash University, Shini
was a recipient of the Prato Travelling Scholarship in 2002.

As a practicing artist, she industrious. With two international solo shows in Vienna, Austria and Colombo, Sri Lanka
and numerous solo and group exhibitions in Melbourne, Brisbane and Regional Victoria, Shini Pararajasingham has
quickly established herself as a prolific contemporary artist.
